The students in my classroom were ages 20-22 and, although I teach 

students with learning disabilities, this was a little outside of my comfort zone. I 

was challenged to work with young adults who had severe autism, down's 

syndrome, or a combination of disorders, and was able to connect with them, and 

they with me. Many years ago, I may have seen one of these young adults, and 

looked away, even when they try to make a connection. Think about it - you may 

have had the same experience in your life. These young adults may have been born 

with a debilitating learning disability that will affect them for the rest of their lives. 

However, they are also blessed with a gift. They don't have the prejudices many of 

us develop over our lives. They don't worry about the government deficit. When  

you see that young lady with Down Syndrome in the grocery store and she says, "Hi, 

I'm getting fruit today," don't walk away and pretend you didn't hear her, because 

she knows you did. God knows you did. You will make her day if you spend just 

one minute of your time to have a short conversation with her. One minute - 60 

seconds.

1) Be a member of Christus Victor Lutheran Church (as determined by the 
official membership roll of the church). 
2) Be enrolled as a full-time  student in some form of post-high school 
education (ie. college, trade or technical school, etc.) in 2011.  
3) Complete the application and have all items returned to the church office 
during the application period of June 1 - September 30, 2011, thus confirming full-
time student status. 
 
All approved applicants will receive a scholarship of $300.00. Please remember, it 
is essential that  applicants substantiate their full-time enrollment . To do so, tear 
off the appropriate portion of the application sheet and present to the proper 
individual at your school, such as the Registrar, Financial Aid Officer or Dean.

As you may know, Christus Victor knitters have been making stumpies that are 

distributed at the veterans' hospitals.  We have recently gotten a big boost from 

Arlene Purdham of St. John's Edgemere , who has shared her talent with us.  She 

has been active a long time using her knitting, crocheting and sewing skills to 

benefit our troops. 

In addition to the stumpies, she also makes kool ties (contain gel crystals and when  

wet they  cool the neck), knit hats, slipper sox, & neck gaiters (a neck warmer)  for 

the Ship's Project. These wonderful handmade items go to troops on ships, on the 

ground and medical units. She estimates that she has made 1,000 over the last few 

years.
